The Chattanooga Regional Homeless Coalition submits renewal applications for existing high performing programs. In addition, the Chattanooga Regional Homeless Coalition seeks new programs that will enhance the availability of housing and the delivery of services for persons who are homeless in the 10-County region. The region includes the City of Chattanooga, City of Cleveland, and the following counties: Hamilton, Marion, Sequatchie, Bledsoe, Franklin, Polk, Meigs, McMinn, Rhea, Grundy, and Bradley.
Area nonprofits organizations, public housing authorities, or units of local government may apply to be included in the Chattanooga Regional Homeless Coalition Continuum of Care application*. The process is competitive and only programs that promote permanent housing and supports for homeless individuals or families will be considered. 
The amount of funding possible under this program will not exceed $160,000 over two years. Match requirements apply to this program and will be fully described in the Request for Proposal document.
